• Our Public Safety Department has 129 employees
• 115 are Uniformed Patrol and building Officers
• We do proactive patrolling 24 hours a day and have a 24-hour-a-day 

dispatch Security Operations Center
• We have over 4,000 cameras on our campuses.  Approximately 2000 are on 

the main campus.
• We also have 150 Blue Light Phones around the campus.
• We have 7 Davie Police Officers assigned full-time to our main campus. 

Three of these Police Officers is assigned to University School.

WEAPONS ON CAMPUS

• There are no weapons permitted on campus.
• A Concealed Weapons Permit does not allow you to carry a firearm on any 

school grounds in Florida
• NSU rules apply to ANY kind of weapons, including tasers,  throwing stars, 

or any other item that is used as a weapon.

Personal Safety



• It is mandatory to evacuate when the fire alarm sounds.​
• Candles, incense, and open flames are not permitted on campus.​
• Smoking and tobacco use is not permitted on campus.​
• Space heaters are not permitted on campus.​
• Always ensure that you are aware of two ways out wherever you are.​
• Familiarize yourself with the evacuation maps in your buildings.​
• If there is a fire, pull the fire alarm, evacuate, and call 911.​
• If you have any safety concerns, please report them to Dispatch.​

• Trained and committed to deliver a prompt 
response to threat situations

• Patrol inside and outside the campus enforcing 
traffic laws and conducting speed enforcement

the U-Point Apartments.

•Bicycle patrols throughout the campus creating a higher 
level of interaction with students

•Work together with the NSU Public Safety Officers 
responding to all calls for services at the campus

•Community oriented Officers engaged and committed 
to build long lasting relationships with students and staff

•Crisis Intervention Certified Officers concerned with 
the  wellbeing of Students



• Participate in mostly of the NSU events to ensure public safety while interacting 
with students to provide information about Officers’ Duties and the Davie Police 
Department.

• Available to talk with students and staff about concerns related to Police topics 
involving safety, laws, and the town regulations.

• Available to participate in public speaking/speeches with students and staff.

• Engaged in interactions with students and staff to discuss major areas of public 
safety concern such as mass causality/active shooter, hurricane preparedness and 
other emergency situations.
